


Many elements of the Andorran scenery are the product of a culture
based on an intense, rational exploitation of the resources offered
by the mountains. This culture, maintained by peasants and shepherds,
builders of paths and sidings, forge workers, coal workers, wood
waorkers and weavers, is still perceptible under all of the giddy forms
of urban models. Andorra offers the possibility of visiting three houses
which open their doors to the recent past: Casa Cristo in Encamp,
Casa Rull in Sispony and Casa d’Areny-Plandolit in Ordino.

These houses have been set up to give the contemporary public the
experiences hidden behind their walls, and show us the social and
economic differences there were in Andorra at the end of the 19th-
century and the first half of the 20th. Likewise, they are a good
starting point for discovering the urban surroundings where they live.

The Casa Cristo offers visitors a
unique chance to relive the forms of
life of a humble Andorran home of
the 19th century and first half of the
20th.

The building, a narrow, two-storey
terraced house, has three floors full
of little details of daily life: the tools
polished for use, the stone scrubbing
block, the centenary baptismal
gown, the secret drawer where the
mistress hid away a little money, etc.
There were no luxuries, no
superfluous elements, everything
was a demonstration of

work and austerity.

SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES

From December to March, the museum offers the activity Vespres a
pages (peasant evenings): A candlelit visit remembering the long winter
nights of our predecessors, explaining legends and stories around the
fire, ending with a session for trying delicatessen, toast and good wine.
Opening hours: from Tuesdays to Saturdays, 7 p.m. By appointment.

On Wednesdays in July and August, candlelit night visits are offered at
10 p.m. By appointment.

From September to June: From Tuesdays to Saturdays from 9.30 a.m.

Visit every half-hour. Last visit 30 minutes before the museum closes.
July and August: From Tuesdays to Saturdays from 9.30 am. to 1.30 p.m.
and from 3.30 p.m. to 7.30 p.m. Sundays from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.

After the visit to Casa Cristo a stroll is recommended around the streets
of the village of les Bons and a visit to the romantic unit of the Church
of Sant Roma, the Moorish tower (an ancient watchtower), the two rural
houses and the system of canals dug out of the rock.
